Daily Schedule:  Monday
8-9
Free Play:  Children all allowed to use any materials in the classroom to learn and explore.  The painting easels are an option each day, and more paint is located on the shelf underneath if cups need to be filled.  I usually put enough paint to cover the bottom of the cup.  The sensory table may also be opened and used during this time.  If you would like, you can also put an activity, such as playdough, on the blue table.  At 8:45 I give children a five minute clean up warning.  At 8:50 we clean up.  Toys should be sorted and put back with like items.  Children then wash their hands two at a time, get their lunch boxes and sit at one of the tables for snack.

9-9:30
Snack:  Children stand by their chairs as we say blessing together.  The blessings are located in the back of the sub binder and on the walls above the Crucifix.  I choose a child standing quietly by their seat to choose blessing.

9:30-10:20:
Recess:  We play in the fenced in yard next to the Main School play ground.  Children form a line next to the preschool door.  When walking in the hallway they are to stay in line and walk slowly and quietly.  Please sign out in the Main Office. 

10:20-10:50:
PE with Ms. Bechthold.  Please stay to assist her as needed.

10:50-11
Children may have a glass of water upon returning to the classroom.  Some children bring water bottles and may retrieve those from their back packs or cubbies.

11-11:30:
Morning Meeting.  Please see the appropriate section in the sub binder

11:30-12:
Center Time.  Please see the appropriate section in the sub binder.

12-12:30:
Lunch.  Children follow the same hand washing procedures, lunch box gathering and blessing procedures as at snack time.  When you finish eating please begin taking rest mats out of the third closet (door is opened by pushing up), and placing them around the classroom.

12:30-12:45:
Children use the bathroom, make their rest mats and read quietly on their mats.  When all children have used the bathroom and made their mats we gather on the carpet and read a story together.

12:45-2:30:
Children rest on their mats without talking.  At 1:45 children still awake may read books quietly on their mats.  At 2:15 children awake may put their rest mats away (I help them one at a time), and then draw at one of the tables.

2:30-3:
Children may continue to draw or find other quiet activities around the classroom such as puzzles, books or board games.  Ms. Schmidt arrives at 2:45 for extended program.
