Excerpt from my Substitute Plans
Morning Meeting:


We gather for meeting in the learning lab by the calendar.  Each child sits on a carpet square arranged in a semi-circle around the bulletin board.  We begin morning meeting by singing “I know a Name that Rhymes with ________” which is sung to the tune of “Here We Go Round the Mulberry Bush”.  If I were greeting Bryce, I might sing, “I know a name that rhymes with price, rhymes with price, rhymes with price.  I know a name that rhymes with price, and Bryce is the name.”  Each child gets a turn…


…At the end of morning meeting we sing “Willoby, Walloby Woo” to put our carpet squares away and transition to the bathroom.  I choose a child to pick one of the yellow alphabet cards located on the top of the white drawer.  I show the letter to all of the children and ask if they know what it is.  We also spend some time talking about the types of lines used to make the letter.  We use the terms big line, little line, diagonal line, small curve and big curve.  I will then make the sound of the letter and ask the children to repeat after me.  I will normally repeat the sound three times and then deliver a word that starts with that letter.  The children normally experiment with this as well.  We then sing our song, which goes, “Willoby Walloby Woo, an elephant sat on you!”  I sing it one time for each child.  When their name is called they put their carpet square in the pile and move to the bathroom.  If I were singing for Jocelyn and the letter of the day was B, I would sing, “Billoby, balloby bocelyn, an elephant sat on Jocelyn!”
