God Made Me Special

Tools Needed:

· Children’s Bible

· Hand Mirrors

· Paper 

· Markers (including Crayola Multicultural brand)

Process:

· Begin by reading the Story of Creation from the Bible.

· What are some things that God made? (allow children to answer, record answers)

· What creation of God’s do you like best? (allow children to answer, record answers)

· Who was the first man that God created?

· Do you think God made any other people? (hopefully children will respond that God made them to)

· Tell the children that God made each one of them to be special, but different.

· Give each child a mirror.

· Ask children 

· “What do you look like?  

· What is special about the way you look?  

· Do you think that you could draw that specialness?

· Look at the color of your hair.  Now look at a neighbor’s hair.  Is it the same or different?

· Provide children with time to study themselves in the mirror.  Provide paper and markers and ask children to carefully draw what they see.

· Later in the day have children share their portraits with the class.  Together note commonalities and differences.
