“Hannah’s Collections” and Sorting Lesson Plan

Instructional Plan:

· I will begin by reading “Hannah’s Collections” by Marthe Jocelyn and reminding the preschoolers that while we are reading we are going to hear and learn some new words.

· While reading I will introduce the children to the following words, “collection”, “announcement” and “museum”.

· When we arrive at each of these words in the book I will pause and say, “I think this might be a new word!  Let’s say it all together.”
· Children will say the word with me.

· I will also ask the children to acknowledge syllables within the word by asking them to pat their legs with me as we say the word.

· Children will pat their legs for the appropriate syllable count.  

· I will then ask the children if they know what the word means.  

· Children will be given time to provide responses.

· I will tell students what each word means.

· I will then encourage them to use the word in a sentence by asking questions such as, “Have you ever had to make an announcement?”, or “Do you have a collection of something?”, or “Have you ever been to a museum?”
· Children will respond and use the word in their response.

· I will write each word on a 3x5 index card and ask the children to help me “file” the word under the correct letter.

· Children will find “c” for collection, “m” for museum and “a” for announcement.

· I will then show the children a box of buttons.

· I will ask them if they can think of a way that we could sort the buttons so that they would be in a collection like Hannah’s.

· Hopefully one of the children will suggest sorting the buttons by shape.

· Before we begin sorting, I will review each of the shapes with the group.  I will hold one shape up and ask a child with their hand raised to tell me the name of the shape.

· I will then give each child a handful of shapes to begin sorting.  As they are sorting I will ask why they are putting certain shapes in certain containers.

· It is my hope that children will describe certain aspects of the shapes, like “This shape has no edges, so it is a circle”, or “This shape has four sides, so it is a square”.

· I will end the activity by asking children if they can think of any other ways to sort the shapes.

· My hope is that they will suggest sorting by color.
