Lost Tooth Lesson Plan

This lesson was created spontaneously when one of the first graders in my combined K/1 class lost his tooth during recess.  All of the children wanted to share their own experiences with having lost a tooth or witnessing a sibling loose a tooth, so I thought we could incorporate some writing and drawing with this subject that was of so much interest to the children.  This lesson plan was carried out over the space of five days.
Day 1

· We began by reading “Arthur’s Tooth” by Marc Brown

· After reading I handed each student a Writer’s Workshop Web and asked children to create a piece of writing detailing when they or someone they knew had lost a tooth

· Children wrote their writing topic in the center of the web

· Children were asked to come up three subtopics to write about and to identify three pieces of supporting evidence for each subtopic

Days 2-5

· When finished creating their webs, children turned each circle within the web into a sentence within their stories
· Upon completion of the first draft, each student met with two other students for peer editing.  Peer editors are looking for word choice, organization and voice

· After meeting with each student, the children would rewrite and fix the portions of their story that needed work

· Children would then fill out a conference form describing what they had done well in terms of word choice, organization and voice

· Students then had a conference with me

· Students wrote their final draft and drew a picture at the top to go along with their work

· Students shared their work with the whole group
