Mammals vs Birds Lesson Plan

· Ask students to describe what we learned about yesterday 

· Answers should include the terms: mammal, bird and difference

· Ask children to describe the main characteristics of mammals

· Answers should include 

· Mammals have fur or hair, birds have feathers

· Mammals have hands, paws or hooves while birds have wings

· Mammals’ babies grow in their tummies while birds hatch from eggs

· Mammals have thick or dense bones while birds have hollow or pourous bones

· On the dry erase board make another t-chart with the same headings

· Provide children with magazines, scissors and scotch tape
· Children will have 10 minutes to look through magazines and cut out pictures of mammals and birds
· Children will tape the images onto the dry erase board in the correct column

· Spend time as a class checking the images and determining if they meet the criteria of each category

· Give each child a t-chart and ask them to take a pencil out of their desks

· At the top of one column have them write “Mammal” and in the other “Bird”

· In pairs students make a list in each column of different types of mammals and birds

· This should take about five minutes

· Share lists as a class
