Morning Meeting
Morning meeting happens by our calendar every day.  I set up a carpet square for each child.  We begin meeting by singing a greeting song.  You can use either of the following, or if you know a different one please feel free to teach it to the preschoolers.

_________’s Here Today

Jocelyn’s here today.

Jocelyn’s here today.

Everybody clap your hands

Jocelyn’s here today.

Please sing one verse for each child at school today.  If children are being well behaved you can also let them determine the action.  Some favorites are stomping our feet, jumping up and down and shouting hooray.

Good Morning.  Buenos Dias. (sung to the tune of “Are You Sleeping)

Good Morning.  Buenos Dias.

How are you?  Como estas?

Very well thank you.  Muy bien gracias.

Goodbye.  Adios.

After we sing a greeting song we try to determine what number of the month we are on.  I ask children if they can guess.  I call on children that raise their hands, but don’t call out the answer.  After a few guesses, we count from one to the date.  

We then check the weather.  I call on a child to look out the window and tell us what the sky looks like.  We then look through the weather cards (located in the first pouch on the blue calendar.  Jocelyn can show you if you are unsure) and play thumbs down until we find the correct weather and show thumbs up.

There are weather cut outs in a manilla envelope by the calendar.  You can find the correct weather marker and have a student place the marker over today’s date.  Sometimes we count and see how many days of that type of weather have been recorded for the month.
You can then have three children each choose a song stick which are located in the mason jar on the floor.  After singing, song sticks can go in the red apple container.

We end morning meeting by choosing a yellow letter card.  I ask children if they can tell me what the letter is.  I then tell them the sound the letter makes.  We sing a song called “Willoby Walloby Woo” substituting the letter of the day for the w’s in the song.  I sing a verse for each child, and as I sing their name they put their carpet square away and then move to the next activity.
