Notes from Meeting with Sandy Bove 11/27/15

· E has some sensitivities which include visual, auditory, and tactile areas

· Tactile issues seem to revolve around his clothing, E is touch sensitive, I am to observe clothing choices and see if this has an effect on behavior

· Give E more hugs (big ones with squeezing) and continue with body kneading

· During circle offer E a chair to aid with some postural weakness being observed

· Make lap buddies with the preschoolers (fill a tube sock with rice and/or beans and tie off at the end), E can lay this across his lap during times of stillness to help remind his body what it needs to do

· Make chewlrey 

· Continue gum

· Create a photo daily schedule and allow E to take pieces of the schedule with him as visual cues to remind his body what it should be doing

· Create visual cues for transition times as well

· Lighting – try to keep it off as much as possible

· Allow E to wear a ball cap to break some of the light

· With noise sensitivities remember to use calm music, nothing lyrical, allow E to wear ear muffs if needed to block out some sound
